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10. The Boards/Universities / Authorities in the State / Union Territory will write to
the eligible students from the top of the merit list up to twice the number of
scholarships available (to provide for possible refusal and ineligible cases) through a
registered letter to confirm within 15 days whether he/she is prepared to accept the
scholarship.

11.  The Boards / Universities in the State / Union Territory will send to each
candidate shortlisted for consideration for award of scholarship; the following forms
(specimens provided. in the Guidelines enclosed):

(a) Entitlement Card
(b) Income Affidavit Form .
(c) A Form for ‘Statement of Particulars”

12.  The shortlisted scholars shall present the Entitlement Card, Income Affidavit
Form and Statement of Particulars, duly filled-in, to the Head of the Institution, joined
by him/her.: The Head of the Institution will complete the Entitlement Card and send
it to the concerned State Board/CBSE/ICSE. The concerned Board will then compile
list of scholarship awardees of that board on the basis ofmerit, eligibility criteria and
reservation guidelines of the Central Govt. and send the same (o the National
Scholarship Division of Ministry of Human Resource Development, Department of
Higher, Education, New Delhi which will arrange for payment of scholarship to the
scholar through a designated Bank.

13, The candidates from whom replies are not received even within 30 days of
the State Board / CBSE /ICSE seeking their willingness, will not be considered
‘for scholarship and the same will be given to the next eligible candidates. The
candidates may submit their forms online. However, disbursement of scholarship to -
the selected candidates would be done only after receipt and verification of all
requisite documents in ‘hard copy’.

14. (Since the erstwhile National Merit Scholarship Scheme was discontinued at
the end of the Xth Plan, some students found their scholarship not getting renewed.
In order to ameliorate their hardship to some extent, it has also been decided that
National Scholarship holders under the ‘National Merit Scholarship Scheme’, eligible
for renewal of the scholarships during the year 2008-09, will be paid scholarships at
the old rates from 2008-09 onwards till they complete their studies and the payment
would be disbursed to these students through a designated hank. However, no
arréars would be paid.
